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The article is dedicated to the party regulation of elections in the Soviet state. It is proven that for decades the supreme government
authorities of the Russian Communist Party of the Bolsheviks, the All-Union Communist Party of the Bolsheviks, the Communist Party of
the Soviet Union regulated the sphere of electoral relations by political, ideological and legal means. The author suggests naming acts
of the party containing legal provisions as "party legal acts". The paper singles out two types of party acts regulating the elections. The
first type included party acts, the content of which was fully copied in subsequent laws. The second type included independent party
acts not doubled by laws. They contain electoral law provisions. It was established that these were the party legal acts that served as a
legal basis for the introduction of non-alternative elections in 1937, they adjusted the issues of the subjective electoral right, amended
some provisions enshrined in laws and regulations, solved the issues of financial and organizational support of elections. Based on the
study, the author concludes that a party legal act in the Soviet state can on a justified basis be referred to sources of Soviet electoral law.
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
