Election Meddling: A View on the Problem from the Positions of Youth
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The problem of meddling with internal political affairs of states including electoral procedures is now a matter of concern not only for politicians,
diplomats, human rights advocates, constitutional and international law scientists but, as the study performed by the Russian Public Institute of Electoral
Law have shown, this issue is relevant for all categories of the population including even youth being its rather depoliticized part. As follows from the
carried out analysis, young voters treat external election meddling as inadmissible behavior and are ready to facilitate combating such attempts, but
they do not know how they can efficiently help in this rather fragile sphere of electoral relations.
