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The system of principles of the Russian electoral law is studied in the article from the standpoint of constitutional categories of popular sovereignty,
constituent power of the people and delegation of power by the people. Electoral law principles reviewed within the framework of the constitutional
law concept of responsible delegation of power by the people in the Russian Federation appear as the main ideas setting the constitutionally dependent
frames of exercising of popular sovereignty during free elections. The author shows significant aspects of development of the content of a number of
electoral law principles and singles out some potential vectors for their scientific and theoretical understanding as well as law making improvement.
The author believes that one of important tasks of the modern constitutional law science is bringing the issue of principles of modern Russian electoral
law to a more serious level of scientific understanding that would yield not only purely theoretical but also valuable practical results, facilitate further
improvement of electoral laws and the electoral practice in our country and maybe even international electoral standards based on Russian experience.
