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The new revision of Part 4 of Article 93 of the Code of Administrative Court Proceedings of the Russian Federation provided for by Federal
Law No. 115-03 dated April 30, 2021, On Amendments to Separate Statutory Instruments of the Russian Federation has become a logical
answer of the legislator to frequently arising challenges of the election process participants who addressed courts with applications to
protect their electoral rights and often misused their procedural rights related to submitting documents to courts at various stages of the
process. This paper analyzes the court practice in the area of protection of electoral rights of citizens in the setting of the updated procedural
law norm being in effect, identifies new specific features typical of it and some other provisions of the procedural and substantive law.
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
