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The article analyzes the internal structure of the electoral laws of the Russian Federation and former Soviet Union states. The modern
legislative regulation of electoral relations proposes to identify two basic methods: the polarized and non-polarized ones. The first method
requires the availability of a single act (pole), which regulates the electoral area of relations as a whole and is a reference for other acts.
If the Electoral Code is a pole, the model of the electoral law can be called a polarized codified one. The second model is a polarized
non-codified one. The pole in this model is a non-codified act. The second way to regulate electoral relations suggests the arrangement
of a non-polarized model of electoral law. "Non-polarized" means that each act of the electoral law has its own area of application, for
example, Presidential elections, Parliamentary elections, etc. All these acts are somehow bound by constitutional norms of the electoral
law. The analysis of the historical development of the electoral law makes it possible to identify the third method, which is not typical of the
modern law. It suggests the complete absence of any common instruction, the way it had been in the soviet state before the Constitution
was adopted in 1918. A decentralized model of electoral laws corresponds to this method.
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
