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The article examines the issues related to the lawful restriction of competition in the Russian
Federation as a result of the adoption of managerial decisions by the authorities. If such decisions are
made, due to various reasons, and reflecting different facets of management activities, risks of causing
losses and damage to economic entities are created.

Antimonopoly legislation does not contain rules governing compensation for damage arising from
business entities when the authorities make legal decisions that restrict competition, which creates
legal uncertainty in compensation for this damage.
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
