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When conducting any auction, including the sale of property of an insolvent person in the
framework of bankruptcy proceedings, their organizer, operator of the trading platform and participants
must strictly adhere to the principle of non-abuse of rights. The analysis of law enforcement practice
indicates the existence of multiple forms of abuse in the course of tender organizing and conducting,
in particular: on the part of the auction organizer — inadequate organization of acquaintance of the
debtor's property, on the part of bidders — price manipulation. These violations in the exercise of rights
by subjects of such legal relations lead to failure to achieve the selling the bankrupt debtor's property
at an auction goal, which consists in obtaining the highest sale price of the property. Only compliance
with the principle of fair exercise of civil rights at auctions by all subjects, equality of conditions for
participation in auctions, transparency of the buyer's choice will lead to the achievement of the goals
of this procedure.
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
