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Addressing US National Defense Authorization Act for 2021, especially its section 6308, Russian
Government introduced into the Parliament a Bill No. 1193544-7. If became a Law the Bill would
prohibit Russian banks to submit any records abroad. Based on the previous case law of the US
courts the author concludes that the frequency of subpoenas under section 6308 will be extremely
insignificant and no arbitrariness in subpoenaing will occur since the power of the US agencies to
request records from a Russian bank is limited to: (i) the pre-trial investigation into the gross federal
crimes; (ii) if a grand jury approved an investigation into said federal crimes. However, the Russian
Government did not take into account the consequences domestic banks will face if the Bill became
Law. The paper criticize the Bill introduced, since the Russian Government does not solve the
problem, but creates additional risks for Russian banks. In the worst-case scenario, the Russian credit
institution will be disconnected from dollar financial system, which unlikely serves the best interests of
the bank and the whole Russian economy.
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
