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The article reviews means (forms) of state activity on liquidation of the accumulated damage to the environment.
The main means is the inclusion of objects of the accumulated damage into state projects and programs that
provide for financing and arrangement of the necessary works. The national project Ecology and the state program
Environmental Protection provide for liquidation of several dozens of objects of the accumulated damage by the end
of 2024. At the same time, there is no complete register of objects of the accumulated damage, data on the criteria,
according to which the objects were included into the specified project and state program, the way the objects were
distributed between them.
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
