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Depending on the effectiveness of the elimination of accumulated environmental harm, it is proposed to subdivide
the relevant relations into two blocks: (1) elimination of accumulated harm, ensuring rational use of natural resources;
(2) elimination of accumulated harm, ensuring sustainable environmental management, including the simple exclusion of
its sources (necessary minimum).The practical significance of this separation is the development and application of various
legal regulation in the indicated areas, including the requirements for the elimination of accumulated harm, depending on
various objective circumstances, as well as the possibility of correlating its rules with environmental quality requirements.
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
