Financing Costs of Liquidation of the Accumulated Damage to the Environment
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The article deals with some problems of financing the elimination of accumulated harm to the environment. The author
notes unreasonably «narrow» approach of the law to definition of a circle of the subjects initiating and organizing liquidation
of the saved-up harm (public authorities). Other entities interested in carrying out work on the elimination of accumulated
harm are practically excluded from this process. There are no mechanisms to attract private investment to solve the problem.
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
