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The article analyzes changes in legislation on zones with special conditions for the use of territories. Their types and
content of the concept of these zones are studied. The standard approach to fixing the closed list of types of zones with
special conditions for the use of territories in the Land code of the Russian Federation and the choice of established types
were critically evaluated. The absence of directly recorded features or the concept of zones with special conditions for the
use of territories does not allow us to fully assess the objectivity of the selected types of zones. It is concluded that zones
with special conditions for the use of territories can be considered in a narrow and broad sense. In a narrow sense, they
can only include buffer zones that are characterized by a common purpose of establishment, a configuration in the form
of a strip, a location around the object, and a General legal regime that restricts the implementation of economic activities
on all land plots within the zones. In a broad sense, zones with special conditions for the use of territories are understood
as any zones that establish special requirements for the implementation of economic activities that apply to all lands and
land plots that fall within their borders. However, neither approach has been fully implemented in legislation.
