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In the modern world, sustainable development includes not only the transition to renewable energy sources and
energy efficiency, united by the concept of green energy, but is already considered much more broadly, as the transition
or restructuring to the green economy. The initial incentive, with rare exceptions, is contained in acts of international
law, incorporated into national legal systems. It involves the development of adequate legal principles, regulatory
methods, a new legal terminology, as well as the national Concept of the development of Green law. The author poses
this urgent task and substantiates the role of legal support in stimulating the development of a green economy, which is
especially important for Russia and the other countries of the initial transition point, in order to avoid future escalation of
environmental problems against the background of a slowdown in the pace of socio-economic and energy development.
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
