The article discusses the features of risk management in forensic activities as a way to improve the quality of expert production
in accordance with the international standard GOST ISO/IEC 17025-2019. Risk management is an integral part of the quality
management system (QMS) of an accredited forensic laboratory. For example, forensic identification numbers of vehicles is
considered a risk assessment, including risk identification, risk analysis with determining the significance of effects, the likelihood
of risk and the level of its importance. One of the recorded risks in the activities of the forensic laboratory is the risk of obtaining
unreliable results. Preventive actions or, from the point of view of the QMS, the way of risk processing in the process of sampling for
forensic examinations is to reduce the risk.
