The purpose of the work was to research the problems of organization and carrying out genetic examinations in institutions
of different departments of the Russian Federation, which require comprehensive study and development of recommendations
for their resolution. In the article, a comparative analysis of the applied methodological expert approaches to the tactics of
performing and evaluating the results of genetic examination was carried out. The contradictions of legal norms and methodological
recommendations regulating the procedure for carrying out genetic examinations in different departments have been studied.
The possible negative consequences of the revealed legal contradictions and their impact on the effectiveness of the investigation
of criminal cases are considered. Recommendations for troubleshooting are given.
