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The disputes over the quality and results of in vitro fertilization, surrogacy services and application of other infertility
treatment methods are now primarily viewed through civil proceedings.

Cases of death of a mother or foetus following the use of the
reproductive technology result in the initiation of criminal cases against medical workers. The criminalistics method of investigation
of such cases is still relying on commission forensic examination. The conclusions thereof become the key stumbling point at all
stages of criminal proceedings, especially when there are several contradictory opinions on one case.
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
