When it comes to the identification studies of Chinese hieroglyphic writing in the Russian Federation, experts use the system of
signs that can be used in the study of texts and signatures made in Russian. A number of general and particular features that appear
in manuscripts written in Chinese hieroglyphic script differ significantly from those used in writing in Russian using the Cyrillic
alphabet, which is due to the differences in both the writing system and the peculiarities of performing elements of handwritten
signs (symbols). Knowledge of the formation peculiarities and the structure of Chinese hieroglyphic writing allows to plan the
necessary procedural actions related to the appointment of a forensic handwriting examination, its subsequent conduct and
evaluation of the results obtained.
