This article outlines a concept of the practice of application of laws defining the status of forensic experts in the Council of Europe
member states. It is impossible to understand the expert's role with no analysis of the role of judges and representatives of legal
professions in requesting reports and obtaining of expert evidence. The study has been performed in three steps. Firstly, the authors
reviewed the role of forensic experts in different countries of the European Union taking into account the adversariality principle.
Secondly, the principle of speed was analyzed. Thirdly, the paper studies the best practices of how to balance the expectations of
courts and the work of experts. The article describes general tendencies and regularities of the use of legal provisions in respect of
experts by the European Court of Human Rights.
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
