The article is dedicated to theoretical and applied aspects of carrying out of a forensic examination type that is now one of the most
required ones: criminalistic examination of video and sound recordings. The author gives a detailed review of the concepts of a subject,
object and methods of two examination types referred to this class. The multiple aspects thereof resulting in their complex character is
shown. The paper studies the range of special knowledge required from experts of the respective expert fields. The essence of each of
the two examination types covered by the concept of a criminalistic examination of video and sound recordings is shown.
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
