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The article analyzes judicial practice in resolving civil disputes about determining the procedure for using residential premises. From the
court decisions it follows that the courts recognize the right to determine the order of use only for the owners of residential premises, denying
this right to tenants and members of their families. The author analyzes this approach from the perspective of Article 46 of the Constitution
of the Russian Federation and Article 68 of the Housing Code of the Russian Federation.
