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In recent years, in Russia, a number of lawyers and other public figures are actively invited to legalize the principle of parental authority
over children in family legislation. However, historical experience indicates that both Russia and foreign countries have completely aban-
doned this principle over time. The purpose of the article is to study the prospects for a new appearance of the principle of parental authority
in Russia’s family legislation, taking into account the historical experience of both our country and foreign countries, analyzing the arguments
in favor of and against the legalization of this principle, and also forecasting the consequences of the principle’s return to Russian law. During
the research, the method of historical cognition and the comparative legal method of investigation were used.
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
