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The author examines the features of the legal status of the stepmother and stepfather, determines the range of their rights and
obligations. Along with that he studies the problems of enjoyment of the rights of stepmothers and stepfathers and suggests ways to solve
them. The author analyzes and evaluates family, civil and social legislation that determines the legal status of stepmothers and stepfathers.
Also in this article you can find conclusions about the special nature of the emerging relations of stepmothers/stepfathers with stepsons/
stepdaughters, based on a trust. The article defines that a uniform understanding of the fact of acquisition and loss of the relevant status
has a legal importance for the fair regulation of relations involving stepmothers/stepfathers. The author suggests that the status of the
stepmother/stepfather would not be lost through divorce or annulment, and indicates that evidence about the termination status is the entry
into a subsequent marriage or de facto relationship. There are three conditions that make it possible for stepmothers and stepfathers to
exercise their rights: cohabitation, maintenance and upbringing. The author offers his definitions of “stepmother”, “stepfather”, as well as
amendments and additions to the Family code of the Russian Federation and the Civil code of the Russian Federation in terms of forming a
fair mechanism for the implementation of rights by stepmothers and stepfathers.
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
