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In this article the current legislation and individual enforcement acts on the provision of service living premises to members of the
Russian National Guard are analyzed. Determining the grounds for recognizing a soldier in need in service living premises, the order of
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providing a living premises, a settlement in which it should be provided and other gaps in legal regulation have been identified. An at-
tempt to define the criteria for a «nearby» settlement has been made. The consequences of the purchase living premises using a military
subsidy are considered.

The article also drew attention to the problematic issues of the conceptual apparatus and the inadmissibility of mixing the concepts
of “house”, “housing”, “living premises” as a basis for violation of the right of the soldier and his family members to provide a service living
premises.
