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The article is devoted to determining the legal nature of embryos in vitro and in vivo. An overview of the existing views on the nature of
embryos in the doctrine is given and the position that the embryo in vitro is an independent object of civil rights, which should take a special
place among the objects named in article 128 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation is substantiated. An embryo in vitro is an object of
reproductive law, which is a personal non-property right that belongs to potential parents and allows them to control the embryo. An embryo
in vivo (fetus) must have a different legal status depending on the stage of embryonic development.
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
