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This article examines the theoretical and practical issues related to the realization of the child’s right to communicate with parents
deprived or limited in their rights. The author points out that the right of the child to communicate with the parents corresponds to the counter
right of the parent to communicate with the child. At the same time, judicial practice did not develop a uniform approach to determining the
right of a parent to communicate with a child as a personal non-property right. In this regard, difficulties arise in realizing the child’s right to
communicate with parents deprived of parental rights. As a criterion for establishing the order of communication of the child with parents
deprived or limited in their rights, it is proposed to use the concept of the best interests of the child in priority order in accordance with the
provisions of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.
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
