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The concept of “right to protection” is considered in the article in the aspect of legal regulation of family relations. Based on the analysis
of legislation, the author distinguishes the exercise of this right at the constitutional, sectoral family-legal levels and the level of a specific
legal relationship. Attention is drawn to the structure intrinsic to any subjective law, the conventionality of applying the term “right to defense”
as applied to it. The implementation of subjective law is demonstrated by the example of the child’s right to uphold by a parent in a specific

parental relationship. The term “active opportunity” is introduced, a definition of concepts is proposed “protection of subjective family rights”.
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
