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Based on the analysis of the current practice in certain regions of the country of conducting inspections of cases of injuries of minors by the
territorial bodies of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia, the article draws attention to the negative side of such inspections. The conclusion is
argued that it is necessary to establish in all regions of the Russian Federation a unified practice of conducting inspections of injuries that could
be obtained only as a result of illegal actions (gunshot wounds, stab, cut, lacerated wounds, etc.), guided by the requirements of the order of the
Ministry of Health and Social Development of Russia dated May 17, 2012 No. 565n, and not the prescriptions of intradepartmental documents
that contradict them. The necessity of searching for the optimal legislative ratio of private and public interests in the field of protecting the rights
of citizens from domestic violence and beatings is shown. Particular attention is paid to the issues of responsibility for beatings in the family.
The positive and negative aspects of decriminalization of beatings, as well as the pluralism of views of supporters and opponents of the adoption
in Russia of the Law on the Prevention of Domestic Violence, are considered. As a result, it was concluded that it is necessary not so much to
refine the currently proposed bill No. 1183390-6, devoted to this problem, but to make a final decision on whether there is a public request for
its adoption or it is enough to improve the existing norms on liability for beatings and domestic violence.
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
