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This article is devoted to topical issues of the need to legally endow minors with responsibilities in relation to the family and society,
modern requirements for ensuring their fulfillment by children. The experience of some foreign countries seems to be interesting, in the
legislation of which, in addition to the rights and legitimate interests of the child, special attention is paid to the duties of children.
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
