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The article examines one of the fundamental principles of Russian family law. After analyzing the current legislation and judicial practice,
the author argues that in modern Russia, there is no family discrimination based on social, racial, national, linguistic or religious affiliation,
but it persists on the basis of gender, which requires adjustment of family legislation.
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
