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The article analyzes the norms of international acts in the field of human rights protection concerning the right to access information.
The author of the article hypothesizes that the legal mechanism, which includes measures of coordinated interaction between the family and
the state, best contributes to the implementation of measures to protect children from harmful information, combined with the preservation
of the child’s right to access information. Within the framework of this direction, the article reveals the legal nature of the child’s right to
access information. The article analyzes the provisions of the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental
Freedoms, the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child and a number of other international acts in this area. The practice of the ECHR in
cases related to the right to freedom of expression has been generalized, which made it possible to determine the legal essence of this right
in the context of the provisions of the main international acts on the protection of human rights.
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
