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Liberalism is not an empty word. This is a phenomenon in the minds of people that even has a religious significance. Liberalism
proclaims the principle of freedom, ultimately from oneself, from the need to work on oneself, to develop spiritually. A relapse of this idea
is the inappropriate behavior of adolescents, whose upbringing is replaced in schools by the provision of services. In turn, juvenile justice
sets the framework for the impact of parents on children in the family. In a liberal system of values, parents in the family are powerless to
exert the necessary influence on children. Only the state can lend a shoulder to parents, building through prohibitions, strict procedures,
censorship, and a system of education. Liberalism manifests itself especially vividly in family law. The liberal revolutions at the beginning
and end of the twentieth century in Russia led to corresponding changes in family legislation, which in general, simplifying the procedure for
concluding and dissolving marriage, legalizing the actual marital relations, moved away from the sacredness of the relationship between a
man and a woman. The article provides some examples of liberal norms in the current family law.

In our opinion, it is necessary to analyze family legislation from a new perspective. Liberalism is opposed by conservatism, which gives
stability to social relations. Using several examples, we are trying to show that conservatism in family law is necessary. In particular, a legal
definition of marriage is proposed on the basis of the legislative signs of marriage. Marriage registration should be given a more serious
character, generating a special responsibility of men and women to each other, to the family in which children should appear.
