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The owner of a premise in an apartment building often finds it difficult to defend his rights in a dispute affecting the interests of the
managing organization. There are several reasons for this. The author of this article, using examples from judicial practice, shows violations
of substantive law by courts when considering disputes with the participation of management organizations arising from housing legal
relations, and also considers how courts use gaps in housing legislation not in favor of owners of premises in an apartment building.
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
