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The article investigates the institution of maternal (family) capital as an additional measure of state support for families with children,
the possibility of using its funds to improve housing conditions. The author reveals the existing problems of mortgage lending with the use of
maternity capital, affecting, first of all, the interests of children and relating to the impossibility of returning the maternity capital in the case
of sale by the Bank due to improper performance of the borrower’s obligations of residential premises purchased with the use of maternity
capital as a down payment.
