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The article discusses the need for a total legal reform of the housing and communal services, it is proposed to change the paradigm of housing stock management,
eliminating the existing forms and replacing them with public-private partnerships. The author proposed to introduce digitalization and robotization in this area, adaptively to reality,
step by step and moderately throughout the territory of the Russian

Federation, taking into account the prospects and advantages. It requires the development of a new housing policy, the formation of an innovative trajectory for the development
of the industry focused on human well-being.

Scientists note the impoverishment of the population, as a result, psychological problems associated with fear for the future, anxiety, an increase in debt in the fi eld of
consumer lending, accounts receivable for housing and utilities, need.

Against the background of the crisis, the “red button” of social tension is the growth of tariffs for housing and communal services, with their extremely low quality.

Well-being is the opposite of poverty and insecurity. Everyone has the right to decent living conditions. Can an industry guarantee well-being if the industry itself is
dysfunctional.

An innovative housing policy is needed with a centralization precisely on the well-being of a person as the main and fi nal consumer of communal and housing services,
ensuring the constitutional right to housing. Real and real transformations are required, and not declarative norms and principles, which are for the most part voiced in the above
Strategy. “Legal chimeras”, speaking metaphorically, cannot solve real problems.
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
