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The article presents a brief overview of the legislation of the CIS countries regulating surrogacy. Some obvious advantages of the
legislation of some countries in comparison with the Russian legislation are shown. The main of these advantages, according to the authors,
are the regulation of surrogate motherhood, which gives priority in establishing the rights to a child born under a surrogate motherhood
contract to customers, as well as fixing in the law the need for notarization of such a contract. The conclusion is made about the need to
improve the legislation of Russia in this area.
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
