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The article analyzes the legal regime of residential premises for orphans and children left without parental care, identifies the distinctive
features of such facilities as part of a specialized housing stock. The authors propose to adjust the provisions of the housing legislation
providing for the conditions and procedure for their provision and use common to all types of specialized housing stock, taking into account
the identified specifics of living quarters for orphans and children left without parental care. The paper draws conclusions about the need to
revise the norms of the RF LC on the termination of the contract for the lease of specialized residential premises in terms of the inclusion of
additional guarantees for the named category of persons.
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
