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The states measures taken to counter the pandemic of the new coronavirus infection COVID-19 were urgent and extraordinary.
Many states have resorted to non-traditional approaches in providing support to citizens and businesses. They deviated from the
targeting and implementing a universal approach. The last of these approaches assumes the universality of the assistance. In this
regard, the issues of changing targeting to universality in the implementation of support measures and the prospects for this trend
in the post-coronavirus time are investigated. This article presents the results of a comparative legal analysis of the relevant domes-
tic and foreign experience, reveals the advantages and disadvantages of each of the approaches. It notes the importance of the re-
liability and relevance of the information contained in the public registers used in the provision of support measures. It was found
that even if at the first stage many states provided support on the basis of the principle of universality, the follow-up measures were
already addressed to most needy. The author concludes that the principle of targeting remains important in the provision of mea-
sures to support citizens and businesses in the pandemic and overcoming its economic consequences.
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
