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Considering digitization as a special method of fixation, reporting information about financial activity and as a specific way
of implementation of financial activities of public-legal entities, the article examines what is happening in this regard, the digi-
tal transformation of financial legal relations, which is expressed in the conversion of all its structural elements: the digitalization
of the object, the introduction of smart forms of realization of the rights and duties of subjects of legal relations, the emergence
of new and changing legal status of traditional actors. The role and importance of law in the process of digital transformation
of financial relations can no longer be regarded solely as a technical, consisting in the description of procedures for operation
of automated systems, as changes of the structural elements of the relations and inner relations between them by implemen-
tation of information and telecommunication technologies that has not only benefits but also certain risks. The article analyzes
the prospects and legal risks of using smart-forms of monetary duties (smart-payments) and monetary obligations (smart-con-
tracts) in financial relations.
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
