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The article is devoted to the issues of legal regulation of merger, division, separation and transformation of credit institutions.
An assessment of the existing regulatory support of various forms of bank reorganization is given, examples from the “recent”history
of the development of the national banking system are given.The conclusion is substantiated that the institution of reorganization of
credit organizations, which includes both civil and banking legislation, is an example of a combination of legal regulation of private
and public interests.
