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The study of financial legal personality of credit institutions as one of the issues involves the study of legal regulation of
credit institutions as subjects of the banking system. A special subject of scientific research is the transformation of the legal
personality of participants of public banking legal relations in the conditions of digitalization, including in the sphere of banking
regulation and banking supervision. Paying attention to digitalization as a process leading to the transformation of legal
personality made it possible to look at the legal personality of credit institutions in terms of their potential participation in digital
currency circulation. As of today, it is premature to talk about the institution of digital currency as a mature legal institution.
Therefore, it is appropriate to discuss the prerequisites for the legal participation of credit institutions in digital currency turnover
from the perspective of the law-making process. This issue belongs to the group of global problems of the global community, as
digital currencies are a challenge to ensuring the stability of national currency, the administration of fiscal payments, as well as a
challenge to the fight against money laundering and counter-terrorist financing. In particular, the paper investigates the issue of
measures developed by the FATF (International Financial Action Task Force on Money Laundering) in the field of virtual assets and
virtual service providers. The paper concludes that it is important to identify scientific approaches to the issues of legal regulation
of credit institutions’ activities in the aspect of digital currency circulation.
