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The article examines the similarities and differences in the sanctions recorded in the two most famous
ancient oriental sources — the Codex of King Hammurabi (the first half of the 18th century BC) and the
Assyrian laws (late 13th century BC). This similarity of sanctions for crimes of medium gravity and grave
crimes demonstrates the initial closeness of the legal cultures of the Old Babylonian kingdom and the state of
Ashur. Specificity of imposing and applying sanctions leaves no doubt that they were used in the framework
of improving various legal cultures. The first of them will give impetus to the further formation of the legal
status of a subject completely dependent on proximity to power; the second will give impetus to the further
Sformation of the legal status of a citizen equidistant from power.
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
