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The article critically highlights scientific views on the origin of the Old Russian state. Based on the the-
ories and concepts put forward, the authors come to the conclusion that the state of Kievan Rus was crea-
ted as a result of the struggle between the Novgorod and Kiev lands, which led to the establishment of a mo-
narchical form of government most typical of the Russian ethno-cultural tradition. The article argues that
the period of existence of the ancient Russian state was at the end of the IX — the beginning of the XII centu-
ries. In turn, the flowering of Kievan Rus, due to the socio-economic community of the ancient Russian peo-
ple, naturally replaced by a stage of feudal fragmentation.
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
