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The article is devoted to the study of views on the state-legal organization of Germany, one of the
prominent German lawyers who supported the Nazi regime, the specialist in the field of administrative
and constitutional law Otto Koellreutter. The article explores the rationale for the role of the NSDAP in
the Third Reich, the relationship between party and state management, the nature and role of the people’s
community in the national socialist state, the role and place of religion and science. It draws conclusions
about the specifics of the law understanding of German Nazism in the whole and Koellreutter in particular.
This law understanding is the closest in form to natural law understanding, as the highest source of law
considers “the benefit of a community based on blood’ Positive legislation and a positive law-and-order
serve only as instruments for maintaining the national community and in no case can be an end in itself
and, even more so, contradict it. At the same time, criticism of the “jurisprudence of concepts; in which, in
the politico-legal ideology of Nazism, was first of all understood as the pure theory of law of Hans Kelsen,
with the substantiation of the provision on the formation of the law from the people’s community, brought
Koellreutter’s views closer to the basic provisions of the historic school of law.
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
