Self-Containment as a Historical and Legal Determinant
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The article analyzes non-commercial nature of public associations, explaining which the author
referred to the history of legal and social life of Roman society. It is shown that in order pastime for personal
reasons the Romans were United into a different kind of Board. Such alliances primarily treated friendly
drinking bar. They also include quarterly and kapitalnie Board in the cities, and the funeral home Board
of the veneration of the genius of the master. These Board had a simple organizational structure and were a
closed community, which are the least dependent on other entities, representing a self-sufficient formation,
designed for gatherings of their members.

The self-sufficiency of public associations determined by the intangibles of joint legal existence of
the collective citizens. While commercial associations of citizens is important not in itself interpersonal
communication (dialogue) and received by its financial result. A commercial organization is profit-
oriented and this process is not for her adequacy.
