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The article is devoted to the examination of the Decree by the “Major’s” investigative chancelleries of
December 9, 1717 — one of the most important acts of the criminal procedural legislation of Russia in
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the first quarter of the 18th century. On the basis of archival sources, which first introduced into scientific
circulation, the history of preparation and promulgation of the Decree is covered. It is established that the
Draft of the Decree was worked out by Peter the Great. The article details the content of the Decree, and
also gives examples of its application in the practice of criminal proceedings. It is shown that the Decree
was the first in the history of Russian law by the legislative act, which fixed the selection of the preliminary
investigation stage in the criminal process.
