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The Article is devoted to the organization of state power in legal and political conservative thought in
Russia in the early XX century. The author writes about how in a transitional situation of the Russian Em-
pire at the beginning of the last century, a special wing of conservatism — the nationalist imagined the or-
ganization of state power. As representatives of this direction solved the question of the relationship be-
tween the Imperial representative and the local authorities. What place is given to the Emperor in the
government system, even if believed that the current Emperor discredited on many issues. This article uses
the comparative method and the historical-problematic.

The purpose of this article is the study of the ideas of Russian nationalists about the problems of orga-
nization of state power. Identifying a differentiated approach various representatives of the specified cur-
rents, depending on the direction of nationalism and opinion on the monarchy.

It is concluded that the views of the nationalists of the study period cannot be characterized as ho-
mogeneous. Despite the fact that many organizations in the early twentieth century called themselves na-
tionalist, that is, had in its name the term, they knew almost every element of the organization of state
power. Sometimes diametrically opposed, which led to conflict not only with liberal but also within con-
servative thought.
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
