The Notion of Revolution in the English Political and Legal Ideology
of the XVII Century

The term «revolution» by the time of the end of the first English revolution became already quite wide-
spread in a political lexicon and separate treatises. The author analyzes a position of Thomas Hobbes who
called «revolution» acts of usurpation of the Supreme government, conscious efforts on violent capture of
the government. According to the author of article, Revolution of 1640 was reaction to formation in England
of the new modernized state instead of feudal state. But even more difficult question why «Glories revolu-
tion» began to call capture of England by foreign financial and political group in 1688—1689.
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
