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The functions of the state change, they respond to the challenge of the historical period. During the
formation of entrepreneurship as a subject of economic activity, the role of the state was reduced to the
function of a «night watchman». Intervention of the state in the economy was minimal, over time the
understanding of the boundaries of state regulation of the economy changed, as the state in the process
of historical development was entrusted with new functions (defense, infrastructure, etc.) that required
financial costs that stimulated the development of fiscal functions of the state.

Major economic crises of the 20th century have illustrated that a free and unlimited market can not
solve social problems facing the society. This article examines the state regulation of the economy of the Rus-
sian Federation, which, over 27 years, has passed from almost complete non-state intervention in market
regulation to understanding that the state is an element of the market structure and, at the same time, a
guarantor of ensuring social balance and building the necessary infrastructure for economic development.

Gaidar’s “shock therapy” is a vivid example of the state’s attempt to distance itself from the regulation
of the economy, but, as practice has shown, when moving from one mechanism of regulating the economy to
another, the state’s influence on the state should be minimized.
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
