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Explores the problems and difficulties faced by cooperation during the war, examines the contribution
of cooperation to the victory over fascism, as well as the activities of cooperators in the rear and at the
front. Large material losses at the beginning of the war, relocation of factories to the east of the country, re-
equipment of enterprises for the production of military products, caused a consumer crisis. Normalized
supply was organized for specialists in the defense industry, workers in state farms, employees of institutions,
intellectuals, and evacuees. The organizations of consumer cooperatives supplied food to the front and to
the rear. A lot of effort was made by the cooperation to organize, through procuring activities, the supply
of defense plants, military hospitals, residents of liberated territories, hospitals, and children’s institutions.
Important catering in the provision of food in wartime was played by canteens, which were created in the
structure of regional consumer unions. Catering divisions had to overcome great difficulties caused by a
shortage of food, transport, skilled personnel. Consumer cooperation actively helped in the war time to the
national economy material means. To build tanks and aircraft, shareholders and employees of consumer
cooperation from personal funds and deductions from profits collected 105,2 million rub. for the defense
fund, purchased bonds for 2 600 million rub. Many co-workers fought in the ranks of the Red Army. Over one
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hundred of them were awarded the high title of Hero of the Soviet Union. For selfless work in the war years,
hundreds of cooperators were awarded orders and medals.
