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The article analyzes the educational level of employees of the organs of the court and the Prosecutor’s
Office of the Urals region during the second half of 1920s — early 1940s. The use of various sources, especially
the periodical press and archival documents of that time, makes it possible to determine the qualifications of
the personnel of the bodies of justice both in the Urals and in the whole of the RSFSR. A study of the problem
showed that workers who had a higher legal education were clearly not enough. The general educational
preparation of judicial and prosecutorial personnel was not high. In the justice bodies, especially in the
1920s and early 1930s, mainly people with primary education worked. Short-term course training did
not provide quality and necessary for practical activities knowledge. Campaigns for cleaning the state
apparatus concerned both employees of the court and the prosecutor’s office. Workers and the poorest
peasants were forced to raise their educational level. The lack of professional knowledge affected the quality
of the work and was compensated for by the unconditional fulfillment of the instructions of the authorities,
by the class approach in the evaluation of offenses. Enforcement was based on revolutionary sense of justice
and revolutionary expediency.
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
